Pikake Summer Camp offers an immersive language experience in both Japanese and English.
Students will engage in Montessori activities alongside weekly themed projects that foster
creativity, curiosity, and collaboration.
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Let's explore, build, and discover! During this week, children will engage in hands-on STEM and
Montessori-inspired activities using blocks, simple machines, and creative materials. Through
designing, experimenting, and problem-solving, students will develop critical thinking skills,
concentration, and confidence while having fun creating their own inventions.
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All children are artists! Unlock your child’s creativity. We will learn about famous and hidden artists
in history and explore a vibrant world of color, texture, and imagination while learning
foundational art concepts. The students gain confidence, improve fine motor skills, and enhance
their problem-solving abilities while crafting beautiful artwork they will treasure. We aim to foster

self-expression, creativity, and joy in each child!
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The popular Pikake Theater is opening again this year! Children will enjoy drama play, creating
props and costumes, and bringing a theatrical performance to life. The scripts and songs will be in
Japanese. The children will enjoy practicing their play while cooperating with one another and
nurturing a spirit of kindness and empathy. This is a two-week continuous class.
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This class continues from the previous week's class. On the last day, we will have a performance
day. A recorded video of the performance will be shared with families at the end of the class.
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Have you ever dreamed of exploring space? This week, children will learn about the Sun, Earth,
planets, spaceships, and life in space. They will engage in exciting science and art projects inspired
by astronauts and space exploration.
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Let's move, play, and stay active! Children will enjoy fun outdoor games, obstacle courses, and
cooperative games that support gross motor development and cooperation. We will emphasize
teamwork, perseverance, and the joy of physical movement while building healthy habits. Children
will play fun games and Japanese sports festival activities outdoor.
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It is fun summer time! Let's make music together with your friends! In Japanese time, we will
practice fun dances. In English time, we will be experiencing music from various cultures, learning

about their cultural backgrounds, and making interesting musical instruments.
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Let's explore the joy of cooking and food! Children will participate in simple food preparation,
practical life activities, and learn about healthy ingredients and cultural foods. Through hands-on
experiences, students will build independence, concentration, and confidence while enjoying the
fun of making and sharing food together.

Children will dig for fossils, explore prehistoric life,
and engage in sensory and science-based activities inspired by paleontology. This exciting week
encourages curiosity, discovery, and imaginative learning through hands-on exploration.
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Let's end the summer with a bang at a Japanese festival!l This week, children will immerse
themselves in the excitement of a traditional summer festival by preparing decorations, enjoying
classic festival games, and creating crafts. Students will have the opportunity to build a
handmade mikoshi (portable shrine) and experience the fun of a lively ennichi (festival fair).

celebrate the end of summer with unforgettable memories!

The lunch order form will be sent before the summer camp and you can
place an order weekly.
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Please note that a summer session may be canceled if fewer than 5 students are
registered per session. If we exceed the number of students for 1 class, we will add
2" class. Classroom choices will be made by the school in that case. If the class
gets full, your registration will go to a waiting list.
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A late fee of $25 plus $1 per minute per child will be assessed for any late pick-ups
after 3:15pm.
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New or Summer-only students: we would like new students to attend a minimum of
2 consistent weeks to adjust to our school environment and routines.
